Alec [to Fawn]: There's a photographer from the 70s and 80s that went around taking pictures of dead body parts from the morgue. He did them all in black-and-white. Very "gross" imagery but his technique was superb. I'll have to find out the name of him if you're interested...
Kendall says, "He's re-framing how we view bodies etc. the art-part of the exhibit isn't the bodies, but rather the process and framing. We are used to seeing cadavers in different contexts and it makes people nervous."
Fawn says, "The actual plastinates were very persuasive. For example he had one set of good lungs right next to a set of smokers lungs. Very persuasive"
Lennie has connected.
Joel says, "the MPM was very unkind to Lennie"
Alec says, "There's a whole slew of articles on how museum exhibits, and museums in general, create arguments with their exhibits and the way in which they lead yoyu through from beginning to end."
Fawn says, "historically the inside of the body was viewed by physicians and few others. He is trying to appeal to the masses and making a bunch of money in the process."
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Do you live near the museum?"

Janie [to Alec:]: I read about how donors dictate what order the works get put in
Kendall says, "And each pose is designed to convey a message as well. For example, in one pose, a guy is riding a horse and holding his brain in one hand and the horses in another. It illustrates how much larger a horse is, but how much larger our brain is."

Rich [to Fawn]: in a way that's like Cicero bringing Greek texts to Romans via Latin.

Fawn says, "the exhibit also gave the impression that we are all basically the same without our skin on."
Rich says, "people who liked this dead body also like..."
Gillian says, "Uh oh"
Joel [to Fawn:]: good point. Were there cadavers of different races to illustrate this?
Alec says, "oh bad..."
Fawn [to Joel]: "you couldn't tell
Rich says, "probably a significant point"
Rich says, "race is skin deep"
Fawn says, "the creepiest part was that the eyes were even real"
Joel [to Rich:]: faces of Death III ??? :)
Gillian says, "[to Rich] Like what?"
Fawn says, "you could obviously tell the males from the females but other than that we all look alot alike."
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Are you kidding? The eyes were real?"
Joel says, "If we peer indside the innards of others does that make us voyeurs?"
Fawn [to Gillian]: "thats what they said. Except for the cornea I think
Kendall says, "Yes, the eyes were real, but they had to color the irises since the process bleaches them."
Rich says, "the body becomes an important subject with Aristotle and others, actually... there's harmony, there's the appetite..."
Alec [to Joel]: Good question... "to be, or not to be, that is the question"
Gillian says, "[to Joel] I can think of other things I'd rather view"
Joel says, "where is the soul???"
Fawn says, "Part of it is that we tend to think we can read the body like a book - linearly, but this shows that the body is really closer to hypertext"
Rich says, "well, thanks for sharing. That's something. Don't get to see that every day, thank goodness."
Gillian says, "[to Joel] The soul transcends obesity "
Fawn [to Joel]: "good question and one that is bothering a lot of people
Gillian says, "This means I am not really fat"
Joel [to Gillian:]: and thankfully, as we all get older, wiser, and heavier
Fawn [to Gillian]: "my fat is the non-being part of me
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Same here, honey"
Rich is reminded of patchwork girl
AlisonP says, "Jesse Jackson's quilt-woman?"
Gillian says, "That's me - the patchwork kid"
Time says, "So, my being is the non-fat part of me?"
Alec can hear Jesse speak of his grandmama's quilt now

Joel [to Fawn:]: now that we know what everything in the body does, it bothers people that think the soul is physical
Time says, "My being is non-fat ... all this time, I thought it was 2%"
Fawn says, "Peruse those for a minute"
Rich commences perusemanship.
Gillian says, "Is the fine print hard for everyone else to read?"
Gillian says, "This seems to happen on all the PP I see in here"
Fawn says, "Slide 6 and 7 are on Cicero's death. His death was public and very symbolic"
Lennie [to Fawn]: His lawyer launched career sounds sort of like Jonathan Edwards.
AlisonP says, "Seems politics was as dangerous as the military . . ."
Alec [to Fawn]: It seems Cicero went from the physical battlefield to the rhetorical battlefield.
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Do you watch him?"
Barbara [to Fawn]: why was he killed?
Rich [to Gillian]: can always move the verticle bars to the left to increase size a little
Gillian says, "Thanks"
Fawn says, "yes, he did as he detested physical war and his career was really to help Rome stay a Senatorial state rather than a military one"
Fawn [to Barbara]: "He make Marc Antony mad and he got knifed
Glenn [to AlisonP]: politics and military are brothers (or sisters)
Joel says, "so he was his own BodyWorks exhibit :)"
Fawn [to Barbara]: "He backed Octavius and then Octavius backed Marc Antony and left Cicero in the cold
AlisonP says, "Good one, Joel."
Rich says, "eewwww"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] And you might say he got nailed!"
Alec [to Joel]: He patented the idea...
Barbara says, "ok, thanks"
Alec [to Gillian]: Ouch.
Fawn [to Gillian]: "Well, except he got knifed on the way out of town
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] But parts of him were nailed to a platform"
Fawn says, "the symbolism of his death remind us of anyone?"
Fawn [to Gillian]: "yes indeed
Joel [to Fawn:]: Socrates?
Rich says, "good man speaking well can get you a long way, except when you mess with an emperor. Important lesson."
AlisonP says, "I like the timeline. Thanks."
Fawn says, "I thought of the power of language from Gorgias"
Lennie [to Fawn]: Who were you thinking of as far as the symbolism of his death?
Alec [to Fawn]: Very nice timeline
Fawn says, "Cicero's use of language was so powerful that his head and hand were cut off as a way (still on death slides) to show others"
Fawn says, "slide 8"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] I see the nailing part now"
Fawn says, "This is the timeline so we can kind of see where we are at compared to other readings"
Rich says, "Ocatvius' wife stuck Cicero's tongue numerous times with a pin--symbolic."
Gillian says, "That Tony was not a nice guy"
AlisonP says, "Early tongue-piercing."
Joel says, "thhhatss gottttaa hurrrrt"
Rich says, "you know, Cicero wrote de inventione when he was a teenager."
Fawn says, "Cicero wrote De Inventione when he was around 25 and De Oratore when he was 50"
Rich says, "yeah, even younger"
Alec [to Rich]: The pin is mightier than the sword?
Janie [to Fawn:]: but it was after his death that he gained a following. Do you think the manner of his death helped with that?
Fawn says, "the beginning of de Oratore is sort of an apology for his earlier work"
Joel [to Janie:]: good question
Fawn [to Janie]: "yes, because then he practically became immortal
Gillian says, "[to Alec] Or mightier than the word"
Alec [to Gillian]: Nothing is mightier than the word!
Joel [to Janie:]: JFK, MLK, Cicero, JC, there's a paper in there...
Rich says, "Ideal orators."
Fawn says, "Slide 9"
Alec [to Joel]: Throw William Wallace into the mix too
Gillian says, "[to Alec] If someone sticks me with a pin, I shut up"
Fawn says, "De Oratore is really three books written to Cicero's brother Quintus"
Rich says, "So Cicero places political rhetoric ABOVE philosophy"
Joel [to Gillian:]: can we do that to you online??? :)
Fawn says, "They are in the form of a conversation"
Gillian says, "[to Joel] That's a great idea"
Lennie [to Rich]: Civic good as the highest good?
Gillian says, "[to Joel] It's already been done a couple of times"
Fawn [to Rich]: "No, I think he wants Rome to go back to studying both instead of one or the other
Rich nods--much different than Greek rhetors.
Alec [to Fawn]: Do you know if he purposefully emulated Plato because he admired him or was it just the writing style of the time?
Janie [to Lennie:]: which is also what Isocrates argued
Fawn says, "Scaevola wants Civic over rhetoric"
Lennie nods
Fawn [to Alec]: "I think it was mainly the dialogue style that he wanted to use. 
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] WHere are we?"
Joel [to Lennie_Janie:]: There is a lot of Isocrates in Cicero
Rich says, "Cicero even went further, though, and said philosophy had little use except to contextualize politics."
Fawn says, "Slide 9"
Rich says, "so C brings Greek texts to Rome."
Fawn says, "Yes, Cicero likes Isocrates and Aristotle as a mix"
Fawn says, "He used a different form in that in his dialogues he had two lead voices instead of just one"
Alec [to Rich]: But this was a time when politics took on a representative style, too...isn't it? So politics was coming into itself and philosophy was breaking off into the "acacdemic" realm
Fawn says, "Slide 10"

Lennie [to Fawn]: Maybe he was showing dialectic better than Plato did?
Rich says, "Philosophy, too, was still Athens. Old world."
Fawn says, "Cicero wants Rome to have great orators but moans the fact that there aren't any anymore"
Janie [to Fawn]: and Lennie: I thought the multiple voices worked better, more complex
Fawn [to Lennie]: "exactly as Plato usually set up the younger students to get demolished by Socrates
Fawn says, "Slide 11"
Joel [to Fawn_Lennie:]: except C. has no fall-guys, like the sophists
Lennie [to Fawn]: I find sorting out what is the "right" answer to questions often hard in Cicero. There are competing answers. 
Fawn says, "De Oratore is supplsedly in the country on a break time for the Senators with all friends"
AlisonP says, "Camp David?"
Fawn [to Joel]: "He doesn't want fall guys, he wants two lead voices for dialectic but unlike Aristotle, his leads are his friends Crassus and Antonius
Janie [to Lennie:]: especially if one of them argues for the sake of arguing
Alec [to AlisonP]: No, Camp Cicero. :)
Fawn says, "He wants an uncompetitive place"
Fawn says, "Slide 12 & 13 ae the characters"
CynthiaM says, "Civilized discussion rather than heated debate?"
Fawn says, "You can see that they all know each other and should be comfortable with each other."
Joel [to Fawn:]: but some of what Antonius says is worthwhile. He doesn't set him up to be completely discredited, like Plato does with the Sophists
Rich likes Strabo
Fawn [to CynthiaM]: "yes
Fawn [to Joel]: "No, he doesn't. It really is more dialectic with all listening and contributing. Perhaps he is setting up the agora in a way
Alec [to CynthiaM]: Sounds like a utopian place for knowledge gathering
Fawn says, "Slide 14"
Joel [to Alec:]: like our MOO! 
Rich [to Joel]: politics in Rome were far more complicated--dismiss the wrong people, pin in tongue.
Fawn says, "Cicero wants to know where all the good men have gone (so to speak)"
Alec [to Joel]: Very true
AlisonP says, "A good man is hard to find. . ."
Fawn says, "Slide 15"
Kendall says, "Could you send the slide show again-it mysteriously stopped working for me."
Rich [to Fawn]: good point about "charm"
Joel [to Rich:]: so true. 
Fawn says, "This is the one where he lays out the qualifications for a good orator."
Lennie [to Fawn]: I'm trying to recall, but do you think Cicero's complaint at the decline of orators is also a complaint against the decline of the Roman state?
Rich [to Kendall]: http://www.faculty.english.ttu.edu/rice/5364/Cicero_files/frame.htm
Fawn [to Lennis]: "Yes I do as he wants desperately to go back to what they had before Pompey and military rule
Lennie nods
Alec [to Fawn]: Echoes of the Republic?
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Why does he want that?"
Fawn says, "He practically states that knowledge is the foundation of all speech"
Fawn [to Gillian]: "Partly because that is the way he understands his world
Rich says, "those who don't learn from history are destined to remain children forever"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Yes, in fact he states that you cannot be an able orator without advanced knowledge (at least that is how I understood it)"
AlisonP says, "What is "gentlemen's cultural equipment"? "
Fawn says, "He goes on to state that an orator must have the skills of an actor but actors are judged more leniently thatn actors"
Lennie [to Gillian]: Some would say that we have experienced a decline in our political institutions, so imagine one of us writing about the lack of real dialogue on Capitol Hill and against all this partisanship. Cicero might be voicing this kind of complaint.
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "I am not sure but it was listed.
Rich says, "so that's a lot different than the sophist view that anyone can speak on any subject with practice"
Joel [to Gillian:]: because he probably could speak freely and wouldn't be killed like he was under dictator/military rule
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] And I think he is right"
Rich [to Lennie]: good point
Fawn [to Rich]: "He does mention that Gorgias was full of bull so to speak
Rich nods.
Gillian says, "[to Joel] Living is good"
Fawn says, "slide 16"
Fawn says, "Again Cicero reiterates the need for knowledge to be a good orator"
Joel [to Lennie:]: but he could voice this opinion freely in our country, despite all its problems. He wouldn't get a pin in the tongue...unless he wanted it!
Rich says, "good man speaking well--quintillian (and C)"
Time says, ""Those who forget the past are condemned to repeat it""
Fawn [to Time]: "yes
Fawn says, "slide 17"
Lennie [to Fawn]: So the orator needs more than just natural ability--they must be educated and they must practice. 
Fawn says, "Crassus states that oratory is vital to the state"
Rich [to Fawn]: excellent quote
Fawn [to Lennie]: "I think so and they actually argue that point
Rich says, "harmony"
Lennie [to Fawn]: What page is that quote on?
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Look in my post - I actually used it, too"
Fawn says, "Scaevola is the one argues for civil law over rhetoric"
AlisonP says, "Echoes of the C&H reading about the decline of argument in our culture--good point."
Gillian says, "I guess Fawn and I think alike"
Lennie says, "got it--293"
Glenn says, "It seems though that his claim that a speaker needs knowledge conflicts a bit with his language describing the power of oratory--the knowledge is a tool, not necessarily a good thing in itself?"
Joel [to AlisonP:]: good point
Fawn [to Lennie]: "I am not sure as I got it from another book. I will look up the paragraph number and send it later. 
CynthiaM says, "I note that the power is an *excellent* thing, meaning it must be used properly."
Rich says, "208 in the previous edition"
Fawn says, "slide 18"
Lennie says, "Doesn't Isocrates have a similar passage about the power of speech?"
Rich likes what a few of you said in your blogs about Cicero's embellishment being a little anti-techcommie
Joel [to Glen:]: isn't that why ethics are so central to his ideology?
Fawn says, "Natural talent is chief - which is tough for some"
AlisonP says, "Preview of Rhetorica ad Herennium."
Rich nods.
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "yes and he goes into style in book 3
Fawn says, "slide 19"
Fawn says, "sorry to hurry us along"
AlisonP says, "No wonder folks thought Anon was Cicero. . ."
Lennie says, "The natural talent requirement seems a bit elitist..."
Fawn says, "this is what we usually attribute to aristotle, but Cicero lines it out pretty well"
Alec [to Fawn]: No worries. Good pace for me.
Joel [to Rich:]: in the Inventions class I counted the word "eloquence" in De Oratore...a lot of times that word is used
Fawn [to Lennie]: "Yes, it does as he states that you also have to be humble and almost embarassed
Lennie notes Plato really has the five canons too.
Glenn [to Joel]: but his language at times seems to drift pretty far from the dock of ethics when he boards the ship of power of oratory--manipulation, etc...
Fawn [to Joel]: "I think he uses eloquence when he means the whole kit and kaboodle of oratory
Fawn says, "Slide 20"
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Yes, but don't you think Plato was more instrospective?"
Rich [to Joel]: yes; eloquence is first developed significant by C, and takes off with Longinus and into the middle ages but especially after that.
AlisonP says, "There is a greater emphasis on humility--part of the taste and charm requirement, I think--the gentleman's cultural equipment?"
Fawn says, "here are some exercises that are given for the student to practice on becoming that magical orator"
Lennie [to Gillian]: Could be.
Fawn says, "How many of these do we use in our classes?"
Rich [to Fawn]: good Q.
Joel [to Glenn:]: This is a problem I have with the Classic rhetors and ethics. They say it's central...but then sometimes drift from it...or worse, don't really define it.
Alec [to Fawn]: All of them, especially in my public speaking classes....
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] I just think he was much more spiritul than Cicero (or some of the others we have read)"
Lennie [to Fawn]: Quite a few of them actually. 
Fawn [to Alec]: "I really liked this list - practical
Fawn says, "Slide 21"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] We use many of them"
Rich says, "and research, I'd say, is involved in each"
Fawn says, "and so book 1 ends with a rebuttal and antonius stating that practice is more crucial than knowledge"
Lennie [to Fawn]: If we blended Fresh Comp with the Speech class we'd pretty much cover them all.
Alec [to Fawn]: Yep, and it really is the foundation for most p.s. texts / classes. Ironic. Aristotle and Cicero in teh 21st century.
Fawn says, "yes, but now we know who to give credit for all of those ideas!"
AlisonP says, "Not much new under the sun?"
Joel [to Rich:]: isn't the "essence" of eloquence what Ramus wants to to be Rhetoric when he guts the field of invention and arrangement?
Fawn says, "Slide 22"
Fawn says, "Cicero starts this book by telling who all has died and then Antonius begins his own stuff"
Rich [to Joel]: well, Ramus is more known for copia.
Rich [to Joel]: bust yes
Rich [to Joel]: er, but yes
Lennie [to Fawn]: Thanks for this blow by blow of their debate.
Fawn says, "Once again Cicero states that the orator must be backed by learning"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] It seems that this is key"
Fawn says, "Several times it is stated that there are two types of writing abstract and concrete"
Lennie [to Fawn]: It is hard for me to tease out what is Cicero's view in this debate though.
Fawn says, "What do you guys think? Are there other types?"
Rich says, "so, for Aristotle, there was art, but rhetoric was really a science."
Fawn [to Lennie]: "I know, I had to use several books
Rich says, "not the same for Cicero."
Fawn [to Lennie]: "supposedly Crassus was Cicero's voice
Gillian says, "[to Rich] Yes, and I think that is a huge difference between them"
Lennie nods
Joel [to Lennie:]: it's ethics and civics (I posit)
Fawn says, "Slide 23 outlines the other discussions going on in Book 2"
Rich says, "I think imitatio is crucial to Cicero, too."
Fawn [to Rich]: "absolutely
Alec [to Rich]: As a tool for learning?
Rich nods, "and arguing."
AlisonP says, "I love that he includes wit. "
Fawn says, "Catulus states that forensics is the most difficult oratory"
Time says, "Yes, I'd say he'd say, it is essential as a tool for learning"
Joel [to AlisonP:]: true, but hard to imitate wit
Rich says, "doesn't Plato look so simple now?"
AlisonP says, "And how do you teach it?"
Rich smiles.
Fawn says, "In this book, we get practically a manual for rhetoric rather than just tools"
Janie [to Joel:]: on of those natural abilities
Gillian says, "[to Rich] Yes, because I think Plato was so much more on a spirutual plane"
Alec [to AlisonP]: One could teach with through emulation....perhaps the only way
Fawn says, "At one point wit is declared to be a natural gift"
AlisonP says, "Watching Late Night talk shows?"
Time says, "Plato was on a spiritual plane... with snakes"
Joel [to AlisonP_Alec:]: I have Biz students read Dilbert
Rich [to Fawn]: are these different types of styles all acceptable? Is one better than another?
Fawn says, "slide 24"
Gillian says, "[to Time] I didn't say I agreed with him!"
Fawn says, "book 3 discusses styles"
Alec [to AlisonP]: "The Tonight Show with Cicero"
Rich smiles.
AlisonP says, "I like it Alec. Does C say when to use which style?"
Fawn says, "Crassus states that style is separate from matter"
Fawn says, "Cicero states that different styles are admirable"
Rich nods. "This is very important."
Lennie [to Rich]: Why?
Gillian says, "[to Alison] I think he spends more time describing it than prescribing it"
Barbara [to Fawn]: matter? meaning content?
AlisonP says, "I agree, Gillian."
Fawn [to Barbara]: "yes, although I am not totally sure
Glenn [to Fawn]: separate or inspearate?
Gillian says, "[to Alison] That's Gillian Jackson"
Fawn [to Glenn]: "he states that it is inseparable from matter
Gillian Smiles
Rich says, "Different styles for specific occasions, each appropriate given both deliverer and audience. This is new territory. Only 'best' styles or topoi/approaches with Aris."
Glenn [to Fawn]: ok
Janie says, "Doesn't he argue that given enough practice you can discern which to use when?"
Lennie [to Rich]: So there is more of a sense of kairos in Cicero?
Fawn [to Rich]: "I can't remember the specific examples but he does give some to show how the different styles are appropriate
Rich says, "this is also significant as it, in a way, brought St. Augustine to Christianity. You'll see that in a week or so."
Fawn says, "Slide 25"
Rich [to Lennie]: absolutely.
Fawn says, "Here are what he considers ornate style"
Fawn says, "we use these in teaching a lot"
Glenn [to Fawn]: for 21st century--style equals delivery? Including different media?
CynthiaM says, "Best style for topic/audience shows the more practical side of rhetoric, perhaps."
Fawn [to Glenn]: "it would at least be a part of it wouldn't you say?
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] This is where we get close to what we use in courses today"
Alec says, "And a knowledge of both audience and purpose would be crucial to style"
Fawn says, "Perhaps we all use style more than we think"
Fawn says, "slide 26"
Lennie [to Fawn]: Our selection from Book III doesn't cover ornate style does it? 
Fawn says, "I just liked this quote"
AlisonP says, "Signified and signifier? "
Rich says, "this is so different than Plato."
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "I am trying to hurry so you can go
Barbara says, "nice quote"
Fawn says, "slide 27"
Alec [to AlisonP]: I just went over that today with my Visual Communication students. Good observation.
AlisonP says, "thanks."
Fawn says, "I think we sometimes forget that we start with words and then we go forward from there. "
Fawn says, "I like to tell my students that they are in controll of the words and where they go on a page. "
Alec [to Fawn]: good observation....
Fawn says, "Ok, sorry so long. any questions?"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] I tell my students that this control can be likened to stage directions in a play - all have purpose"
Fawn [to Gillian]: "exactly - the writer (them) is in control
Janie says, "This is perticularly relevant to translation "
Fawn [to Janie]: "On a word level?
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] And words are not arbitrarily used"
Glenn [to Fawn]: but it is possible to start with other than words, isn't it? feelings? reactions? or do even those "basic" instincts depend on language/words?
Rich [to Gillian]: good idea
Janie says, "I think to all three"
AlisonP says, "Seems that Cicero made rhetoric accessible to a wider range of people--it wasn't just for the rich Senator's sons who were destined for political office. "
Rich [to AlisonP]: indeed
Gillian Grins
Fawn says, "to Glenn "well, to communicate those we usually use words - but what about touch?"
Joel says, "Appears that Cicero also began the movement to understand writing, not just oratory"
Rich says, "ironically, C is the great republican democratizer."
Glenn [to Fawn]: yes....hmmmm
Kendall says, "If you're mad, and you stomp your foot, you could argue that's language, just not words per se."
Fawn says, "Cicero was fabulous to read about. The book listed in my sources called "the Roman World of Cicero" was great"
Glenn [to Fawn]: the interpretation--even in our own heads requires words, i think
Rich [to Joel]: there are some letter rhetors in there that focus on style, too, but he's the most significant, yes.
Joel [to Kendall:]: no in the MOO, cause I can't hear your foot!
Rich [to Fawn]: good reference, that BYU site.
Alec [to Kendall]: The world of nonverbals. Try talking to studnets using a number and see if they can glean meaning. Works like a charm.
Kendall says, "When my daughter screamed for 5 minutes after 4 vaccines, she was communicating without words."
Fawn [to Rich]: "yes it was very helpful
Kendall says, "In the moo we need words."
Fawn [to Kendall]: "I agree, we don't always communicate with words in a verbal world

Kendall [to Gillian]: and a little too vociferously.
Gillian says, "[to Kendall] LOL"
Barbara knocks on the table for Fawn...great job
Rich says, "before you get started, Alison..."
Janie says, "Nice work Fawn'"
Time says, "Good job, Fawn - much content delivered very quickly."
Kendall says, "Great job Fawn! "
Lennie [to Fawn]: Very thorough job. Thanks!
Kendall chants Fawn! Fawn! Fawn!
CynthiaM says, "Most excellent."

Fawn [to AlisonP]: "I wonder if that is the root for our "geek"
AlisonP says, "Ha."
Fawn [to Rich]: "yes he started out Book 1 with that
Fawn [to Rich]: "he was basically apologizing for his earlier workd
Gillian says, "[to Alison] Nice background"
AlisonP says, "Let's gather around Slide 5. Thanks, Gillian."
Lennie [to AlisonP]: We found a copy of the RAH on the walmart site that has Cicero as the author. I guess it isn't the scholarly edition...
Rich slides into cool number 5
Fawn [to Lennie]: "How funny. It was never mentioned in any of the Cicero readings
Alec [to Lennie]: And you get .10 off each gallon of gas with your purchase of the Rhetorica ad Herennium
AlisonP says, "This manuscript disappeared for a few centuries, then reappeared and was used throughout the middle ages."
Fawn [to Lennie]: "as one of his
Lennie says, "I bet the story of its discovery would be interesting (if it is known?)"
AlisonP says, "I tried to make this interactive, so there are questions on future slides. Answer as you are compelled. . ."
Joel [to Lennie:]: you could get a Indiana Jones movie out of that plot! 
AlisonP says, "Lennie, there is not much scholarship on RaH, and would be an interesting field of study."
Lennie [to Joel]: A real thriller!
AlisonP says, "Slide 6."
Fawn says, "I think we should use whatever we can find that will attract their attention"
Rich [to AlisonP]: great questions here
Alec [to Joel]: The Rhetorica Code? Hmmm.....
Gillian says, "[to Alison] I try to find examples that they will relate to on a contemporary level - otherwise they get lost"
AlisonP says, "Thanks. Amazing how these same questions are being asked in English depts everywhere."
Alec [to AlisonP]: Nice questions and contemporary connections... :)
Rich says, "I like to bring in recent writings, blog posts, video clips followed up by writings, newspapers, previous student writings...."
AlisonP says, "Nice variety."
Lennie [to AlisonP]: I heard in the RAH's debate about the use of example some similarity to our modern call for documented writing. 
AlisonP says, "Great connection, Lennie. "
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "But how true - when we make a mistake they focus on it - we should write artistically ourselves
Gillian says, "[to Alison] Our department argues the second one a lot"
CynthiaM says, "I use as many real texts as I can find. "
Glenn [to Gillian]: college students should feel lost once in a while....
Gillian says, "[to Glenn] You don't know my students - getting lost is a way of life"
Rich says, "I think students should bring examples to the table too"
Alec says, "I've found if I bring in all of hte examples students really don't take it to heart; I bring in one or two then "force" them to find or create their own examples."
Fawn [to Glenn]: "you are supposed to be so crazy that they feel constatantly on edge
AlisonP says, "How does that work, Alec? Do they respond?"
Glenn says, "where i teach we always have to write an essay or two as if we are the students--we do this every summer..."
Joel says, "in Business or Technology it's nice to bring in people working in the field - the authors or producers of things for examples"
Gillian says, "[to Glenn[ But thanks for the information"
AlisonP says, "Glenn, we do that too."
Alec [to AlisonP]: Absolutely. The light bulb goes off and they see the connection to their own lives and careers.
Alec [to AlisonP]: Rahter than me "forcing" my own exmaples on them.
Lennie [to GlennAlison]: What do you do? You pretend to write like students or do you write with your students?
Janie says, "I like using student examples too; they seem more engaged with them, applying what they learn to their own writing in a community setting"
Rich agrees.
AlisonP says, "This also gives them a sense of ownership--they are writers too."
CynthiaM [to Joel]: "I've had tech writing students do email interviews with professionals. It does make an impact on the students.
Alec [to AlisonP]: But I don't teach writing, either...I'm a more traditional comm. person.
Glenn [to Lennie]: we work on one or two of the assignments we will ask our students to do
AlisonP says, "I write with my students--the assignments I give them."
Lennie nods
Rich [to Alec]: models of genre?
Time says, "It is better to have multiple examples (including instructor's own). This gives a broader understanding. One shining example would still be a single item, thus giving students sort of blinders"
Lennie says, "Are you all talking about examples or models?"
Alec [to Rich]: When I used to do public speaking, yes, i would be the "ideal" for them to see. But I also brought in others and had them do their own or find examples for the class to see
Rich says, "dangerous, always, to provide model portfolios or websites due to the blinder factor."
AlisonP says, "RaH argues that when a teacher shares his own stuff, he establishes some authority. "
Rich [to Alec]: makes sense
Fawn [to Rich]: "or the plag. factor
Joel says, "One example might not fit the learning style (ala Bloom) of every student. So multiple examples in multiple formats would be better"
Alec [to Rich]: It gets more complicated in my public relations classes or even argumentation, but I try and stick with the same plan
Rich [to Alec]: good practice. Very P-PT.
AlisonP says, "Ready for Slide 7?"
Joel says, "k"
Gillian says, "Yup"
Rich is all about slide 7. "This is important."
Alec says, "My slide 7 is not coming up here...."
Joel says, "But what if the professor doesn't have examples? I know a lot of professors that have never actually produced or worked in the field they teach?"
Alec [to Joel]: Then perhaps they need to teach something else. :)
Alec says, "There it is...whew"
Lennie [to Alec]: Good point.
Joel [to Rich:]: doesn't this sound like Augustine??
Gillian says, "[to Alec] Mine hung up for a second there too"
AlisonP says, "Like Cicero, more description, less prescription of style."
Rich says, "might be difficult with, say, photography..."
Fawn [to Joel]: "lots of young teachers have never been outside of school so they don't have a way to get their own examples
Joel [to Alec:]: I hear you. But you tell them :)
Alec 's ears perked up when he read 'photography'
AlisonP says, "Good point, Fawn."
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] You are right, and that is when you hope your colleagues will mentor you"
Rich [to Joel]: yes indeed. This is why it's so important, I think. Brings rhetoric to the masses, but it also becomes a bridge between P and A through Christian rhetoric.
Glenn [to Joel]: St A uses 3 style concept as well
Alec [to Joel]: I have. Very messy one time...very, very messy. lol
Lennie [to Gillian]: I was just about to add that point about getting help from colleagues.
Joel [to Alec:]: I'm waiting until tenure. Then I'll unload!
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "Yes, I think Cicero thought more about kairos in a way than a prescribed style. Certain styles for certain times
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Yes, a couple of experienced teachers really helped me during my first year. Now I help new teachers."
AlisonP says, "RaH doesn't place values on these styles, he just describes them."
Alec [to Joel]: Oh yeah, you're on the hot seat this year then you're free and clear.
AlisonP says, "Yes, Fawn."
AlisonP says, "Ready for Slide 8?"
Gillian says, "yes"
Joel [to Alec:]: or looking for a job :) looks good at this point
Rich likes the way you put these, Alison: grand style gone bad. "Makes sense. We see that in freshman comp all the time."
