Alec waves to Fawn
Fawn says, "I liked Aug. better than I thought I would"
Rich says, "I like Vico, too."
Time arrives from Current Classes
Alec [to Rich]: She's one of the overlooked aspectcs of classical rhetoric i think
Kendall arrives from Classrooms (all)
Alec [to Fawn]: Same here....
Kendall says, "Hi all!"
Fawn [to Kendall]: "Where are you?
Alec says, "I haven't read any Vico"
Kendall [to Fawn]: I'm at the Quality Inn on I-40 in Amarillo.
Fawn [to Alec]: "I expected hellfire and brimstone but ...
Alec [to Fawn]: Nah, we'll save that for Jonathan Edwards
Fawn [to Kendall]: "woo hoo. Do they have a pool
Fawn [to Alec]: "I hated reading J. E. in lit classes. So stoic
Rich [to Kendall]: I know that Quality Inn. Stayed there before.
Kendall says, "They do have a pool. And my kids and my husband have already used it, but I had to read St. Augustine. My mother in-law is coming over later."

Joel says, "I like'd the intermission"

Fawn [to Glenn]: "do you have that or can you download it?

Rich says, "Tonight we have Quintilian, Augustine, and questions regarding 'videos' for next week. Before we get started, questions regarding grades for the course or final papers?"

Fawn says, "are we getting graded on this stuff?"

Kendall says, "I have to say things looked pretty grim up here, even more than usual."

Lennie [to Rich]: If you were to have a rubric for grading the videos, what would it be. Isn't evaluation of digital compositions sort of not clearly defined?

Rich says, "I have an article, in fact, on how grading digital compositions is difficult, especially if outside the context of their intent."

Rich says, "if your work is lacking in some way, I'll let you know and give you the opportunity to revise."
Lennie says, "The final product seems so dependent on knowledge of the digital tools."
Alec [to Rich]: To dovetail Lennie's question, what will you be looking for when grading hte videos? What should we make sure to include?
Rich says, "But, each has a different purpose, I suspect."
Rich says, "do make sure...."
Kendall thinks Rich is such a cool graduate professor...
Rich says, "that you include a clear definition (both audio and visual)"
Rich says, "and a contextual example"
Rich says, "enthymemic"
Fawn says, "one more time. the video is about one aspect of classical rhetoric that may or may not tie into our paper???"
Rich says, "build on what your audience knows, in other words"
Rich [to Fawn]: right
Rich says, "so, core concept defined"
Rich says, "now, this could be short (3 minutes)"
Rich says, "or longer (up to 10)"
Rich says, "depends upon your example, I suspsect"
Rich says, "or examples, if you prefer"
Rich says, "do that help?"
Kendall says, "Yep!"
Rich says, "if we have time we can look at an example this evening--Barbara has uploaded her's."
Lennie says, "I think so"
Alec [to Rich]: When's the drop-dead deadline to get them to you?
Rich says, "it's linked in through next week's schedule."
Rich [to Alec]: about 2 hours before class
Rich says, "we found YahooIM works well"
Rich says, "can transfer files that way if all else fails"
Lennie says, "It will be easier for me to be able to view them before class if they get in earlier. I don't have much free time right before class."
Rich says, "I agree with Lennie--sooner the better"
Rich says, "Ideally we view them all before class."
Rich says, "I'll provide a process for reviewing them, etc. in a few days."
Rich says, "Shall we examine Quintilian?"
Alec feels a small panic attack coming
Rich says, "ah, piece of cake."
Fawn [to Alec]: "at least yours is small
Lennie passes Alec a martini
Janie [to Alec:]: Breathe, breathe...
Rich says, "paper is much harder."
CynthiaM [to Alec]: "I'm with you on the panic attack.
Alec chugs martini
Rich says, "I'd be happy to review drafts of papers."
Fawn [to Rich]: "and do we ship our papers to you via e-mail?
Rich says, "Barbara has a good model...worth seeing when we can."
Rich nods to Fawn. "Feel free to put them in blogs, too, if you'd like peer comments."
Rich says, "Good rule: if someone comments on your paper, return the favor."

Rich says, "Let's move quickly through Q so as to have some time to look at Barbara's video."
Rich says, "Click 2."
Alec says, "sounds good"
Rich says, "Keep in mind that Q was writing in a period of dis-rule."
Rich says, "That's significant. Impacts his rhetoric greatly."
Rich says, "not as politically-minded at C."
Fawn [to Rich]: "had they changed to military rule?
Rich says, "in part, because he'd be sure to fall in C's fated footsteps--stick in tongue."
Lennie says, "Ouch!"
Rich nods..."greedy emporers"
Alec says, "As opposed to foot-in-mouth"
Rich says, "Anyone see Gladiator?"
Alec says, "Yep"
Fawn says, "yes"
Barbara nods
Rich says, "that's right after, by about 50 or so yars."
Lennie says, "I missed it..."
Rich says, "years"
Alec [to Rich]: Who is Tacitus and the Great History?
Rich says, "Domitian was a cut throat."
Rich says, "Tacitis is one of Q's students..."
Rich says, "and is understood to be the best Roman historian."
Rich says, "and teacher"
Lennie says, "Tacitus wrote a history--(I can't recall the name)"
Fawn says, "hmmm. wonder if his name is from the same root as tactics - as in warfare"
Alec [to Lennie]: A history of Rome or was it grounded in rhetoric?
Rich says, "he traces Rome's movement through England."
Lennie says, "They were called The Annals and the Histories"
Rich says, "a little of both; can't separate entirely, but primarily history"
Alec says, "Ahhh.... Thanks. Hadn't heard of him before, so the reference was not there for me."
Rich says, "yeah, significant, as when you look at who Q is famous for teaching...."
Rich says, "different than Cicero"
Rich says, "C was political. Q was not."
Fawn says, "Cicero was not a teacher"
Rich says, "Q was afraid of politics."
Rich says, "in part because of the times."
Fawn says, "perhaps he had seen the heads in the forum"
Rich says, "But it effected his rhetoric in another way..."
Rich says, "good man speaking well"
Rich says, "good man being more individual that C"
Rich says, "C was more about the state."
Rich says, "slide-3"
Lennie says, "I really could tell Quintilian was a teacher--he had that sense and focus."
Rich says, "yeah, definitely-- the Oratoria is really a textbook."
Rich says, "brings Greek and Roman rhetoric together, talks about how parents should get involved."
Fawn says, "that sounds modern"
Lennie [to Rich]: He mentions another work he had written. So that one is lost?
Rich says, "but, a lot happens in rhetoric in between C in Q."
Joel [to Fawn:]: It's the classical period...everything is in there..we just rehash it!
Rich says, "12 books to the oratoria"
Rich says, "he has something called De Causis Corruptae Eloquentiae"
Rich says, "whish was lost"
Lennie says, "So he is referring to another book in the oratorio"
Rich nods.
Rich says, "the corruptate is important here though..."
Alec [to Joel]: That's for sure! And today publishers re-hash to make more money
Rich says, "there are 80 to 100 years in between C and Q."
Rich says, "in that time elocutio took over"
Rich says, "C was about style, as we know, but concision."
Fawn [to Joel]: & alec "much like the literary canon
Joel [to Alec:]: not to mention grad students that rehash for papers and presentations!
Rich says, "Q is also about concision, but elocution was more important at the time"
Fawn [to Rich]: "making meaning out of words?
Alec [to Rich]: So he's trying to stay alive by teaching the 'safe' material so as not to draw attention to him as being a rhetorical rabble-rouser.
Rich says, "So, he brings teaching, parenting, grammar, etc. to bear while emphasizing conciseness above embellishment"
Rich nods to Alec.
Rich says, "yes, politics influence his rhetoric, then in two ways"
Rich says, "1. doesn't think rhetoric should be about politics (about teaching)"
Fawn [to Rich]: "what did he think about Isocrates?
Rich says, "2. teaching is about concision"
Rich says, "he was a big fan of Isocrates, and less so of Plato than Cicero was."
Rich says, "you notice he doesn't use dialectic like C."
Janie says, "but the idea of good man speaking well is political""
Rich says, "he also extends C in another important way though..."
Rich says, "you know with C we have different types of style"
Rich says, "grand...etc."
Rich says, "with Q we have different types of persuasion"
Rich says, "money, for instance, in addition to rhetoric"
Rich says, "everyone (and Q means everyone) can persuade"
Rich says, "prostitutes... etc."
Rich says, "slide 4"
Alec [to Rich]: re: everyone can persuade seems to echo a bit of what Aristotle was saying about rhetoric
Rich says, "He brings up the canons, and spends more time on delivery than C."
Janie [to alec:]: which is why being good is important, which also goes back to Plato
Lennie [to Rich]: He does seem to be attempting to make "oratory" more accessible (sort of Peter Elbow-ish (Everyone Can Write)).
Rich [to Alec]: yes, like Aristotle in that way, but Q does something different with tropes and figures than Aristotle. It's about persuasion more. Ironically, it's less about kairos though.
Rich nods. "All about persuasion for Q.
Rich says, "he does something with enthymeme, too."
Fawn says, "if everyone can persuade, then Aug. should like him - but he keeps referring to C."
Alec [to Janie]: They're all connected! lol
Barbara says, "if rhetoric wasn't about politics, what was the perfect orator? teaching?"
Rich nods.
Rich says, "yes, perfect orator for Q is more like a parent."
Fawn says, "that means we can lecture all we want?"
Joel [to Barbara:]: and military, probably
Rich says, "teaching is like parent to child relationship."
Barbara [to Joel]: military?
Fawn says, "I can't wait to tell my teens that I am the perfect orator!"
Rich says, "so, with enthymeme, instead of highlighting refutation and declaration... he basically says something that resonates with ed theory.."
Alec [to Fawn]: I tell my students that all of the time. They never listen, though.
Rich says, "it's about networking"
Joel says, "someone in the military - speaking to troops, etc - Rome's under military rule..."
Rich says, "tie in something that is doubtful (Elbow), to something that is plausible."
Fawn [to Alec]: "I don't think my kids will listen either
Rich nods. "Slide 5."
Rich says, "here are some notes about how I see differences between other rhetors at Q."
Barbara [to Rich]: are the slides on the website?
Rich says, "as with everyone we've studies, the social-political nature they lived in pretty well dictates how they value rhetoric and philosophy in society."
Rich nods to Barbara--do a search on quintilian
Fawn [to Rich]: "same with us today
Rich says, "nods."
Rich says, "We are what we eat."
Joel [to Fawn:]: so true 
Glenn says, "we eat where we live"
Alec [to Rich]: Politics, power, and rhetoric - a holy trinity of sorts
Alec says, "We are what we watch"
Rich says, "The most significant thing for me is his value of teaching, of course. In effect, he is our first composition teacher, really."
Joel [to Alec:]: there's a paper in that...
Rich says, "says start at birth, and move as quickly into grammar as possible."
Rich says, "Q Questions?"
Alec [to Joel]: I say a collaboration. I just gave it the title. :)
Lennie says, "I like is writing topics. I'll have to try some of them."
Rich says, "yeah--did y'all catch that one in Crowley?"
Kendall says, "I also found it amusing how he was already negotiating the territory wars; it's like he saw into the future of education."
Rich says, "page 389"
Joel [to Rich:]: is he starting to recognize psychology more than previous philosophers?
Rich says, "good one--says start a story in a different context"
CynthiaM says, "In Q's view, could a not-so-well-educated man be a 'good man speaking well'?"
Rich [to Joel]: good point. Absolutely. Looking at how children learn.
Rich says, "not sure I'd call it psychology, just yet, as we understand it."
Rich says, "but, close"
Lennie [to Rich]: What were you mentioning about Crowley?
Joel [to Rich:]: yes, the beginning of psych or at least the acknowledgement of the human mind and development
Rich says, "Augustine looks at psychology, but more one of persuasion into Christianity. It's embedded with fear for him."
Rich says, "an example in Crowley about something Q did for teaching writing."
Rich [to CynthiaM]: yes, but he believed in education...women, men, and children.
Lennie says, "I see it now."
Rich [to CynthiaM]: but a high education (like Cicero) wasn't necessarily crucial to being a good rhetor.
Rich [to Kendall]: good point about seeing the future of education
Rich says, "This is why Q and Isocrates are my favorites in classical."
Rich says, "I think a lot about andragogy, as you all know. In a way, so did Quintilian."
Lennie says, "I found a link between Isocrates, Cicero and Q in their belief in the rhetor to be a "good" person--virtuous."
Rich nods.
CynthiaM says, "Right. But the amount of education would vary. As I was reading, I couldn't help thinking about Eliza Doolittle's father in My Fair Lady--a natural moralist and orator with little education (though he wasn't particularly moral!)."
Rich says, "For Cicero it was more good for the individual but really for the state."
Joel [to Lennie:]: I found that too, but I am unsatisfied with any of their treatment as to what virtue really is...
Rich says, "Q cared little about the state, which is not surprising given the state of the state."
Rich [to CynthiaM]: great example
Lennie [to Joel]: I think virtue had to do with good for the state, good for others, good in terms of higher powers.
CynthiaM [to Rich]: "Thanks.
Rich [to Joel]: I think the Greeks knew better what virtue really was
Time says, "That's Augustine Doolittle - "Get me to the church on time""
Rich says, "I also like Longinus' view on virtue, from around this time."
Rich says, "But we see Q as well as Plato and Aristotle, in many ways, in St. Augustine's rhetoric, too. Wouldn't you say, Glenn?"
Glenn says, "sure."

Joel [to Rich_Lennie:]: do you think virtue was part of the Greek fabric than today (or in Roman times)?

Joel says, "more than?"
Kendall says, "But his focus on education was really detailed, he outlined curriculum and how to pick a good school essentially. Once again, as I was reading I was thinking that we are still debating this same stuff."
Rich [to Joel]: great question... probably Roman times. Virtue, for us, has to do with popularity and money, unfortuantely.
Fawn [to Kendall]: "good point and our children's children will probably debate it as well
Joel [to Kendall:]: you are correct. But aren't we essentially debating a lot of stuff from the classical periods (still)?
Glenn says, "Augustine is quite similar to Plato and Ari--at least in some of the basic structures and beliefs"
Lennie [to Joel]: I don't know. I think we are still pretty obsessed with virtue, but I think their view of civic virtue could almost be called communist by some today.
Rich nods to Glenn. Would you like us to watch the video whilst you get us going on St.Aug?
Fawn [to Lennie]: "how so communist?
Joel [to Rich:]: oh, you mean the Jessica Simpson model of virtue :)
Glenn says, "Well, we might as well waste a little time and start with the background video. If everyone has seen it, then we can skip it. "
Kendall [to Fawn_Joel]: yes, but I hadn't realized how long we had already been debating--2000 years and still counting.
Lennie [to Fawn]: counting the common good more than your own
Rich smiles.
CynthiaM says, "I'd like to watch the video as we go.."
Rich says, "Okay, hope this doesn't kick people out..."

Joel [to Lennie:]: I agree. Very important
Glenn [to Lennie]: he already knew the expression part form his earlier school days, but he felt he had new thought to share after conversion...
Fawn [to Time]: "and I found it funny that he started out saying that he wasn't going to have a book of rhetoric
Rich says, "thought (Plato), expression (Aristotle)"
Glenn says, "He found a whole new field that needed his skill, as it were..."
Glenn says, "slide 4"
Kendall says, "Remember Rich's explanation in the first class, St. Augustine replaces to search for the truth in forms with the search for the truth in God."
Rich says, "this idea of eloquence can be traced back to the sophists...using rhetoric for personal gain, similar."
Glenn says, "Just go and listen to the first speech, then come back and well discuss&.then on to the next one, etc. If the piece is too long, just listen to a minute."
Rich says, "jerry Maquire..."
Glenn says, "the second link isn't working correctly..."
Kendall says, "He does seem to really solve that rhetoric and why the virtuous should study if problem in a new way."
Rich says, "flip out...jump on a couch..."
Glenn says, "he makes brief comments regarding the intent of the speaker--even if the eloquence isn't really there"
Glenn says, "though at times this seems mere passing attempt to not call all of the Church members bumpkins..."
Lennie [to Glenn]: I got bounced out of the powerpoint. Could you redisplay it?
Glenn says, "sure"
Lennie says, "Thanks"

Rich says, "The Hitler sound can be found at http://www.earthstation1.com/Hitler.html"
Glenn says, "he's very serious about bringing the Church into the reasonableness of the philosophers and rhetoricians..."
Glenn [to Rich]: thanks--that's a very powerful one even if you don't know what he's saying you can feel it...
Alec says, "Hitler was all about the rhetoric - and not just the speech but also the environment"
Rich says, "might watch that one later--takes a while to DL."
Rich says, "but, yeah, 'tis powerful rhetoric"
Glenn says, "so..where is everyone? still listening?"
Glenn says, "we'll wait a moment"
Alec says, "uno momento"
Rich is listening to hitler and the hocky coach at once
Fawn [to Glenn]: "still hear!
Rich says, "trippy."
Glenn says, "very trippy"
Joel [to Rich:]: strange mash-up!
Rich says, "lean on me, hitler."
Time says, "Hitler just took the fish and Dorthy boyd to the men''s hockey locker room"
Glenn says, "the final clip on slide 4 is fairly long...you don't have to listen to it all to get the idea"
Joel says, "morgan freeman is a great actor/orator..."
Fawn says, "clip 4 is great"
Alec says, "He was quite emotional in the role of Prin. Clark"
Glenn says, "the idea behind the clips is to understand that rhetoric is for everyone, but St Aug separates the ability to speak from the intent of the speaker--he wants them to allign of course..."
Rich says, "good connection."
Glenn says, "if you have impure or "False" intent than you may be effective but not in the ense that it will do your soul any good."
Glenn says, "sense that it will..."
Fawn says, "could clip 3 be an example of "bad rhetoric?""
Glenn says, "bad in the sense of not eloquent?"
Lennie says, "I'm lost. What slide are we on?"
Glenn says, "slide 4"
Fawn [to Glenn]: "bad in that he uses rhetoric for a selfish purpose (a win)
Glenn [to Fawn]: great point! Yes, I think St Aug would say that
Glenn says, "slide 5"
Rich says, "and 'well' is meant in two ways"
Glenn says, "just a quick sum up"
Joel [to Fawn:]: he wants a win for more than himself, however. He wants them to win for themselves and also for their country.
Glenn [to Rich]: well=eloquent well=good (not evil)
Fawn [to Joel]: "yes. I was a coach for 5 years. But it was still not looking out for what was best for the player
Glenn says, "slide 6"
Glenn says, "Aug doesn't believe in school to learn rhetoric"
Joel [to Fawn:]: true, a bit of tough love... 
Glenn says, "he went to schools of course..."
Fawn says, "and he was a teacher..."
Rich [to Glenn]: ah, different than Quintilian there.
Joel says, "he believes in imitation?"
Glenn says, "but he also was a great listener and studier of other speakers"
Glenn [to Joel]: yes
Fawn says, "I really like the second point."
Rich believes there was more public literacy in Greece and Rome than in Augustine's time.
Glenn [to Fawn]: he doesn't really spend much time on this point...but he does make it
Fawn says, "I always tell my students not to try and write like a PhD because they are just freshmen and they will not sound right."
Lennie says, "Notice his emphasis on authority outside one's self (in many ways)."
Glenn says, "slide 7"
Joel [to Rich:]: did the change from oral to written begin to exclude a lot of people?
Alec [to Fawn]: However, if a Ph.D. writes like a freshman, they're considered _______ (fill in the blank). :)
Fawn [to Alec]: "so true!
Glenn says, "the pleasing or ornate is really only used in service to the other two"
Glenn says, "slide 8"
Glenn says, "slide 9"
Glenn says, "follow the clips to get a taste, then come back..."
Lennie says, "Nice chart of his idea on slide 9."
Rich says, "death and mayhem caused by disease in Augustine's time, as well as the sanctity of text and its cost, and lack of schools....the people were more concentrated in Greece, too, and even in Rome in large cities."
Glenn says, "the third clip here is worth listening to the whole thing"
Rich notes the chart. Helpful, Glenn.
Rich says, "ah, thus my note about flying to the city in Greece."
Glenn says, "Aug was big on combining all styles, but he recognized the uses for different rhetorical tasks..."
Glenn says, "Not kairos as such, but more set styles for set goals"
Glenn says, "slide 10 when you're ready"
Lennie [to Glenn]: I love the Barbara Jordan speech. What a voice!
Glenn [to Lennie]: yes!
Rich says, "Kairos loses focus quite a bit after Cicero."
Glenn says, "you really need the sophists to keep kairos alive"
Lennie [to Glenn]: Didyou want us to listen to all three clips?
Alec says, "The challenger address was my favorite. Classic."
Glenn says, "you can listen to them all later...let's go to 11 and then back to slide 10"
Rich says, "nice tool here, audio"
Glenn says, "hard to see slide 11 unless you expand it "
Fawn says, "great job on slide 11"
Rich expands by moving the verticle bar over to the left.
Glenn says, "so slide 11 now..."
CynthiaM says, "Terrific summary on slide 11."
Lennie is reading
Glenn says, "we can see how Aug's conversion really affected how he used rhetoric"
Glenn says, "though many of the Truth concepts from earlier philosphers still holds"
Rich says, "Plato would say all rhetoric is inherently false, Aristotle would say think about the purpose, and Augustine would say hate the sin and not the sinner."
Glenn [to Rich]: good
Alec [to Rich]: Now that was impressive - summarizing P, A, and A in one sentence.
Glenn says, "let's jump quickly back to slide 10"
CynthiaM says, "I think his faith really allowed him to see the usefulness of rhetoric, not just its use to win but to guide as well."
Fawn [to CynthiaM]: "I agree. He wanted to point out existing truth while teaching others
Glenn says, "question one?..."
Rich says, "I took a course in medieval rhetoric in grad school and we read Confessions and The City of God. Much there, too, regarding truth vs. Truth."
Rich says, "rhetoric as political tool is pretty well out"
Kendall says, "One thing rhetoric seems very derivative or subservient in St. Augustine--it's a method to serve God not a good or bad thing in itself. "
Glenn says, "these questions have many answers, but the short is that Aug felt driven to defend his new found faith"
Lennie says, "I think Aug. evolved from seeing rhetoric as a tool and a form of knowledge (episteme) to really a form of being (ontological emphasis). Just a stab in the dark, though..."
Fawn [to Glenn]: "question 3. I think he also wanted them to be wary of non-religios orators
Rich nods to Lennie--moving from truth as word to Truth as Word.
Rich likes the third question, especially. "Let's have a final exam." 
Glenn [to Fawn]: yes--we should remember, too that his main audience was made up of believers...advice for them
Fawn says, "he did say it was better to have truth than logic...I suppose if one had to pick"
Glenn says, "yes--but that seems to disappoint him"
Time says, "Well, the religious orator has a greater responsibility to present the content accurately and eloquently (so as to give proper respect to the word of God), than does the politician or other non-REL orator"
Joel [to Fawn_Glenn:]: he certainly understood that followers of Christianity would be challenged. In a way, HE was providing the example of an orator to imitate...for his followers
Glenn [to Time]: right--good point
Kendall says, "Religious orators were bound to develop their rhetoric skills to persuasive spread the Word. It was a sacred duty."
Rich says, "well there's knowledge and interpretation..."
Fawn says, "It would be ever so much easier if it could all boil down to logic"
Rich [to Fawn]: that sounds logical
Fawn smiles
Glenn says, "aug spends little time analyzing Christ's words---an interesting observation--one wonders what "Style" he would put them in..."
Rich [to Kendall]: I'd add they're to interpret, in some ways, too
Joel [to Fawn:]: if religion was based on logic there would be no faith. If there is no faith (or ambiguity in faith), then everyone (or no one) is faithful.
Joel says, "hence, no choice"
Kendall [to Rich]: Sure.
CynthiaM says, "Religious orators were to be profitable (morally) to their listeners and to God. Non-religious only had a duty to their clients and themselves."
Glenn [to CynthiaM]: exactly
Glenn says, "final thoughts? questions?"
Fawn [to Joel]: "absolutely true - the faith makes it harder 
Rich [to Glenn]: excellent work--amazing how the twin legs of P and A can come together here
Rich constructs a pew and bangs on it for Glenn.
Lennie [to Rich]: Explain what you meant by the twin legs of P and A?
Joel [to Fawn:]: it also becomes non-deterministic...which is important for religion. If it was logical...then there wouldn't be much choice
Lennie knocks loudly on his desk for Glenn. Good job. I like the sound examples.
Fawn [to Joel]: "I agree. It is the faith portion which makes us individual. I just think at times that Aug. thought it would be easier if all was logic.
Rich says, "we have just a few minutes left to look, briefly, at the opening of Barbara's video on ethos and business writing. Take a look at her introduction and how that segueys into her definition."
Alec genuflects and then claps for Glenn
Barbara applauds for Glenn...well done
Janie says, "Great job, Glenn"
Fawn claps loudly
Kendall says, "Choice is secret "Word" in religion."
Glenn says, "thankyou, thankyouverymuch"
Joel [to Fawn:]: I see your point. Probably true. 
CynthiaM says, "Nice job, Glenn."
Time says, "Glenn, this was truly an excellent presentation. Thank you."
Rich says, "meanwhile, Glenn's presentation is available through the schedule (as are everyone's) for further review, especialy those sound clips"

Rich says, "course design..."
Time says, "Something odd with the Codec - I get no love playing this video on a mac. But, it opened right up my PC ... something to note"
Alec says, "For some reason it's not coming up for me...something about wrong codex"
Rich [to Time]: I've seen that before. Yeah, problem.
Alec says, "Ahhh....I'll have to watch it tomorrow at work then."
Joel [to Time_Alec:]: If you got real computers, you might see it...
Rich says, "others able to view it?"
Rich says, "notice how it leads into her definition, ethos?"
Lennie says, "I had trouble accessing the media server via ftp. Barbara--did you get in ok or did Rich load it for you?"
Glenn says, "I got it"
Rich [to Barbara]: thoughts on why you did that?
Alec [to Joel]: LOL Yeah, but how many viruses does yours get? Hmmmm....
Barbara [to Lennie]: I sent it to Rich
Rich says, "sent through YahooIM"
Lennie [to Barbara]: How large was the file?
Barbara [to Rich]: did? the definition?
Lennie . o O ( YahooIM. That's a thought. )
Barbara [to Lennie]: about 18 MB. I couldn't load it on my own webspace, sent it to Rich to test
Joel [to Alec:]: none. I don't open up any attachments. But I know people who do :)
Rich says, "you have an intro to the definition....explaning the context"
Rich says, "useful"
Lennie [to Rich]: Can we transfer files that size to you via Yahoo IM. No way I'm going to send mine (which is larger) via email.
Alec [to Joel]: Have you seen the new Mac ad called "viruses". Very cute. Just thought of it. They're on the apple website.
Rich says, "all grad students have access to our streaming server, too. Good tool for y'all. I can help you figure that out if you want, either within the week or after the class gets over. "
Barbara says, "the first part is intended to be context for the class. then open up the video for the class with the definition. they should already have read the text on goodwill"
Rich [to Lennie]: yeah, yahooim
Barbara says, "the students that is"
Lennie [to Rich]: I attempted to get ftp access, but it didn't work. I'll stick around a minute to talk with you if that is ok.
Rich says, "Questions for Barb, or me? I'd say this is an excellent video. Barbara talks pretty fast, which might be hard for students..."
Glenn [to Barbara]: this is good stuff...
Rich [to Lennie]: sure
Rich says, "Yeah, a good model."
Joel [to Alec:]: Yea, they're good but a little late. Everyone seems to have stemmed the tide of most PC viruses. Ironically, they are now writing more for Macs...the whole "challenge for the hacker" concept
Rich says, "nice to see the class is providing the opportunity to make artifacts that are useful to you"
Alec [to Joel]: Sounds like processor envy to me. 
Barbara [to Glenn]: thanks, still a test, needs some work
Lennie says, "Has anyone attempting to get audio in the background run into the problem of protected mpeg4s?"
Fawn [to Barbara]: "did you use moviemaker?
Alec says, "I'll have to watch it tomorrow at work, but I'm sure it's darn good! :)"
Barbara [to Fawn]: no, I used Camtasia (thanks to Janie's help), it was easier than MM
Rich says, "For those who need to go, feel free. I'll forward the class transcript out this evening."
Rich says, "Nice class, everyone. Another great class."
Fawn waves goodnight
Fawn (asleep) has disconnected.
Time says, "Great class, all - thanks"
Lennie says, "Buenos noches. Good luck with your papers."
Rich [to Barbara]: I like how you build in an assignment at the end.
Alec [to Lennie]: If you get audio from a p2p like LImewire, you might not run into that problem. If you download it off of a CD you might.
Janie [to Barbara:]: "Great video
Rich [to Lennie]: might convert the format of the sound too
Barbara says, "yeah, hard for the students to do, we'll see how it goes"
Rich says, "from mp4 to mp3"
Lennie [to Alec]: I was getting some music from Itunes, but most of it is protected and won't go into moviemaker. Ugg...
Rich says, "or to aiff if using a mac"
Barbara [to Janie]: thanks. and for the tips on Camtasia
Glenn says, "goodnight all"
Lennie [to Alec]: Is that Limewire or LImewire?
Glenn (asleep) has disconnected.
Barbara says, "nite everyone"
Rich says, "little known Augustine fact...."
Alec [to Glenn]: Night Glenn...good job.
Rich says, "trivia for those still here..."
Barbara (asleep) has disconnected.
Lennie listens
Alec [to Lennie]: Limewire. I had the I capitalized by accident.
Rich says, "he once stole some pears when he was a kid, and he wasn't really hungry."
Lennie nods
Rich says, "haunted him for life"
CynthiaM says, "Good night, folks. Another interesting class."
Rich says, "led to his writing The Confessions."
Lennie [to Rich]: Good Catholic guilt!
CynthiaM (asleep) has disconnected.
Rich smiles.
Alec says, "Pears led to OCD? Wow..."
Kendall says, "Wow! The guy had a conscience."
Rich waves to all who are leaving.
Joel says, "good night all"
Rich says, "Crazy."
Alec says, "He was one of hte original bad boys though. A wild child from what I've read."
Joel (asleep) has disconnected.
Rich says, "fruity rhetoric"
Alec says, "ouch!"
Rich [to Alec]: he and John Donne
Alec says, "It's wild how life experiences affect one's work"
Lennie [to Rich]: I sent a "ticket" in on my ftp access problem. Does Chad look into that? How long might he take?
Kendall says, "I've really got a complex after seeing Barbara's video. Mine's definitely not going to be that good, or be relevant to my course. Perhaps I need to rethink it."
Rich [to Lennie]: usually takes about a week. He's in town right now... have you contacted him before about the server?
Lennie [to Kendall]: You don't have to do something that is used in a course.
Rich says, "he has to permission you in, even though it's eRaider."

Rich says, "multimedia with today's generation is enthymemic."
Rich waves 
Kendall says, "I'm going to go swim with my kids now."
The housekeeper arrives to cart CynthiaM off to bed.
Rich says, "enjoy the hotel."
Kendall [to Rich]: thanks! Housekeeping is a good thing.
Rich waves
The housekeeper arrives to cart Joel off to bed.
Kendall (asleep) has disconnected.
Rich [to Time]: article going well?
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
