Kairos: Rhetoric, Technology, and Pedagogy will agan recognize outstanding webtexts with awards to be
presented at the Computers and Writing 2008 Conferencein Athens, Georgia. The deadline for nominations
for the 2007-2008 awards is March 8, 2008.

Criteria

Webtexts are texts authored specifically for publication on the World Wide Web. T hey could be scholarly
examinations, individual and collaborative reviews, interactive exchanges between scholars, teachers, and
practitioners, or extended interviewswith leading scholars. All webtexts take advantage of the Web asa
medium to present information in waysthat traditional scholarly texts cannot. Please see our list of past
award winners (http://kairos.technorhetoric.net/awards/ pastwinners.html) for some excellent examples.

Criteriafor nominated webtexts are the following:

« All webtexts must be publicly accessible viathe World Wide Web. Hypertexts on CD-ROM are not
accepted.

«  Webtexts should reflect the field of computers and writing and may include scholarly examinations of
key issues, as published in electronic journals; syllabi and course materias; conference websites and
reviews; electronic forums for interaction; resource guides; and more.

« Waebtexts should reflect outstanding work in both design and content, as each will be a key aspect of
the evaluation process.

« All webtexts considered for the 2007-2008 awards must have been authored and published on the
Web between March 1, 2007, and March 1, 2008.

Winners need not be present at the conference to win.

The John Lovas Memoria Academic Weblog Awards are sponsored by Kairos aand are given in recognition
of the valuable contributions that bloggers have madeto the discipline and in recognition and remembrance
of John Lovas's contributions to the legitimation of academic blogging.

The deadline for nominations for this award is March 8, 2008.

Criteria

The award will be given to the weblog which best meets the following criteria. The weblog must:

« Beat least six months old from the date of submission for consideration.

« Beupdated regularly (an average of at least once per week).

« Actively engagewith other academic weblogs; in other words, the blogger must be apublic
intellectual.

« Ded with any of theoretical, practical, or praxis-based issues addressed in Kairos and other journalsin
computers and writing studies.

Kairos Awards for Graduate Students and Adjuncts

Kairos: Rhetoric, Technology, and Pedagogy s pleased to announce the Kairos Awards for Graduate Students
and Adjuncts, sponsored by Bedford/S. Martin's Press. (T hese awvards were formerly titled the Kairos/Lore
Awards for TAsand Adjuncts.)

Three $500 awards will be given to graduate students and/or adjunctsin the field of computers and writing.
These awvards are based upon thethree areasthat guide our professional lives. Service, Scholarship, and
Teaching.

We chose these areas because graduate students and adjuncts arein fact professionalswho do work in these
areas, but who faceinstitutional constraints that often undervalueN or flat out don't recognizein some
casesN the work they do. For many graduate students and adjuncts, their service, scholarship, and teaching
often do not translate into simple acknowledgment, let alone higher pay, more travel funds, and better
working conditions.

Graduate students and adjunctsworking in fields relating to the mission of Kairos (computers and writing,
rhetoric-and-technology, etc.) are eligible to be nominated for an award. The process for awards has
changed; please make sure that you read the submission guidelines even if you have submitted
materials for this award in the past. The deadline for nominations for these awardsis March 8, 2008.

Criteria

Service Award

The Service Award is given to an individual whose work includes activities that promote excellent computers
and writing pedagogy, theory, and community building.

Examples of serviceinclude, but are not limited to:

* creating and artfully managing e-mail listservs, MOO spaces, webboard discussions, group blogs,
wikis, or CM Scommunity sites

* servingon local campus, regional, or national committees related to our field;

* leading outreach, training, and workshops locally and/or at conferences,

* servingon C&W-oriented journal staff or editoria boards;

* volunteering time and expertise about how to use computers effectively.

In your nomination letter, please address the following items:

* Evidence of service. Please provide descriptions of and/or URLs for blogs, CM S, and/or workshop
pages, archives of discussions, documents from committee work, and/or examples of editorial/journal
work,.

* Reach/Scope of service. Please provide information about the number of people who've attended
workshops; diversity of people worked with; whether service takes applicant outside usual academic
network to communities beyond the campus or the field.

* Vaueof serviceand Relation to the field. What does it accomplish/contribute within computers-and-
writing studies; who does it help; how hasit been received?



Scholarship/Research Award

The Sholarship Award is given to aperson whose research and scholarship is aready excellent and/or aso
shows future promise for having an impact on our field. The committeeis not looking for "the webtext or
article of theyear" (for that type of award, please nominate for the Best Webtext Award), but rather apattern
of excellent scholarship.

Examples of scholarship include:

* articles, webtexts, book chapters

* reviews, interviews, or aseriesof in-depth discussion/listserv posts
* conference presentations,

* textbooks and instructorsCyuides,

* coursework papers, annotated bibliographies, and (lit) reviews

* multimodal texts, written code, or software

» editorial work, including collaborations with faculty or others

In your nomination letter, please address the following items:

« Currency of scholarship. How do the author@ideas and insights add to the field?

* Reach/scope. Where did the scholar ship appear? To what audienceisit addressed?

* Vaue of scholarship to the field. To what extent doesthe scholarship situate itself anong pedagogies
and theory? s there quantitative or qualitative datathat support the scholarship@vaue?How isthe
scholarship relevant to the computers-and-writing field?

Teaching Award

The Teaching Award is given to aperson who uses computers and writing pedagogiesin her or his
classroom-based practiceto promote student learning.

The following are possible locations/ spaces of classroom-based practice:

* computer-networked environments

e smart classrooms (i.e., with instructor®computer station)

* hybrid courses (combinations of face-to-face and online teaching)
* online/distance teaching, and

* traditional classrooms

In your nomination letter, please address the following items:

* Pedagogy. Doesit focus on computers and writing-related pedagogical vaues such as, but not limited
to student-centered, interactive, and process-based learning? Please include (or attach) specific
information about the courses, such as syllabi, course Web sites, assignments or assignment
sequences, and/or asummary of recent course evaluations.



Innovation. Do the assignment sequencing and activities take advantage of the pedagogy and
technology available? Does the teacher teach writing and/or technologiesin new ways, or waysthat
break from institutional/academic conventions?

Reflection. What hasthe teacher learned and what can other teacherslearn about the craft of teaching
with technology from the practices described?

Submission Guidelines

Weinviteyou to nominate outstanding graduate students and adjuncts with whom you have worked by
sending aletter of nomination viaemail to kawards@technorhetoric.net by March 8, 2008. We ask that you
nominate only one person per category. Self-nominations are also welcome.

Selected nominees will be contacted by the Kairos staff and asked to provide supporting materias for their
nomination (including CVs).

In your email, please:

Place the award category (Service, Scholarship, or Teaching) and the full name of the nomineein the
subject line.

Place the full contact information for the nomineeN including their full name, affiliation and campus
addresses, phone numbers and e-mailsN at the top of the message. Include expected degree and date
of graduation if the nomineeisagraduate student.

Provide as much detailed information as possible about the applicant@qualifications and how they
meet the criteriadescribed above. Thisinformation should be attached as aformal letter of
nomination.
