Gillian says, "[to Alec] I looked at Aristotle's modes of persuasion (from a prior work that I did), and then I considered how each views dialectic"
Kendall [to Gillian]: You need to talk to Emil.
AlisonP says, "Gillian, so much of the ancients' teaching about delivery had to do with voice--do you find a correlation in on-line delivery?"
CynthiaM says, "Our school has always been heavy in nontrads."
Gillian says, "Yes. Welch suggests that we need to redefine delivery - I go into that in the paper"
Rich [to Gillian]: you detail the differences between dialectic and rhetoric with Aristotle and Plato then and how that relates to teaching nontrads online? Interesting.
Rich says, "All papers, including Gillian's, will be available as a link through our schedule for today. Any other questions for G?"
Lennie [to AlisonP]: Nice question. Voice in the online medium is textual--like we have to do in our essays/writing. 
Gillian says, "[to Rich] I assert that the modern classroom (online) forces us, in a way, back to the dialectic"
Rich nods to Gillian.
AlisonP says, "Yes, Lennie--"
Kendall says, "Do you address the idea that nontrad. fare better in online classrooms than traditional students?"
Gillian says, "Sorry I didn't answer all the questions - went by fast"
Fawn says, "Wonder what type of percentages you will get in the future? I hpyothesize that more and more traditional students will join the non trads online"
Gillian says, "I am lost - are we on Lennie now?"
Lennie [to Gillian]: It is hard to break the old IRE teacher authority mode--Initiate, Reply, Evaluate
AlisonP says, "Dogpile on Lennie."
Janie says, "some colleges are making it a requirement to take some courses online"
Rich [to Janie]: some high schools are, too
Time says, "Yes, whereas, my paper on podcasting and delivery pretty much had to exclude 1/2 of delivery (bodily movement and gestures), online students cannot see that OR hear vocal inflections - it becomes even thicker and more difficult."
Janie says, "so the research uestions will change"
Lennie wheezes with everyone on top of him
Fawn [to Jamie]: "which would really change the percentages
Alec says, "There are some schools doing online Public Speaking courses...ugh...I have issues with that"
Rich [to Janie]: state of Oregon is about to pass a mandate for high schools
Joel [to Janie:]: really? that's interesting. what drives this?
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Right - the lecture model (with passive learners as the recievers of knowledge"
Fawn says, "Sage on stage"
Janie [to Joel:]: one argument that I have seen is to prepare students for virutal work environments
Glenn says, "I agree alec"
Rich says, "I'd say money drives it (enrollments, cost of delivery is less), but so does technological literacy and increase nontrad population."
Joel [to Alec:]: really! There are some things that I think cannot be delivered online...at least without video, etc
Lennie [to Gillian]: I would think that what technological tools you choose would affect the level or kind of dialectic that occurs in a class.
Janie [to Lennie:]: I agree
Time says, "Pizza cannot be delivered online (only ordered)"
Alec [to Joel_Glenn]: That is one course that needs to be face-to-face, especially with udience feedback playing a big role
AlisonP says, "The other missing (transformed) element that I see is the ability to "read" the audience's response visually--"
Rich [to Lennie]: like specific tools, or general (synch vs. asynch)?
Joel [to Janie:]: that's feasible. I was hoping it wasn't $$ or classroom space preservation, etc
Gillian says, "[to Lennie] Absoultely - I mention in the paper that making decisions about what to use in terms of technology is not trivial"
AlisonP says, "Alec, scary that we were both thinking the same thing."
Lennie [to Rich]: Specific tools--enCore MOO vs WebCT or blog or Drupal or listserv
Alec [to AlisonP]: LOL...nah, just using common sense. :)
Rich [to AlisonP]: good point, Alison. That's one reason I was considering using another software tool for this class instead of MOO.
Rich [to AlisonP]: more webcam intensive
Janie [to Rich:]: it would be interesting to try different tools in other classes
AlisonP says, "It will be interesting to see how that changes things. . ."
Rich [to Lennie]: I've seen some studies that compare CMSes...interesting
Gillian says, "[to Rich] One good thing about the MOO - I don't have to dress up for it"
Kendall says, "Is online delivery more cost effective or just attractive to students though? Is it really hust a marketing ploy?"
Joel [to Alison_Alec:]: It's just not scary enough for a PS class to be doing it online!
Janie [to Gillian:]: Yea, good one
Gillian says, "And"
Gillian says, "I can drink while I am in here"
Gillian LOL
AlisonP says, "I've wondered the same thing, Kendall"
Alec [to Joel]: True!
Rich [to Gillian]: remind me to tell you some day about my 'rhetoric of disclosure' philosophy for online classes. Interesting write up.
Fawn [to Kendall]: "but for some it is a must
Joel [to Kendall:]: some research shows that students think it's an easier class
Lennie [to Rich]: These comparisons tend to compare features--not necessarily the differences in "learning affect" (if that could be a term?).
Gillian says, "Okay - that would be interesting"
Rich says, "My sister is a senior in college, and thought online was easier. Definitely not."
Janie [to Kendall:]: I think that to be done correctly it is not cost effective because of the support that needs to be provided and smaller numbers that are required to make a class effective
Fawn [to Lennie]: "so they are more interested in the bottom line?
Gillian says, "[to Rich] I would not say that online is easier or more difficult - just different"
Rich says, "Would classical rhetoric have been more or less effective taught offline do you think?"
Kendall [to Joel]: I've read that, but in my classes anyway, my online students have better outcomes, so...happy students who learn more, what's the problem?
Rich [to Gillian]: different is a good term
Rich says, "okay, if you get a login prompt when closing Gillian's abstract, just click cancel. Shall we look at Abstract De Alec?"
Fawn says, "absolutely not as we could not have formed a class"
Joel [to Janie_Kendall:]: If done well, there isn't cost savings. But you can extend your geographic reach to recruit new students
Rich says, "Well, if we could have.."
Gillian says, "[to Rich] Well, it takes time to understand it - it is a model to which we are not accustomed"
Lennie [to Fawn]: No, I think I meant in terms of how the online tool influenced the learning and the learners experience. These can be very subtle.
Janie [to Joel:]: true
Gillian says, "And, we get to demonstrate our terrible spelling skills while we are in here"
Rich says, "I think there are big cost savings. I've read some books on U of Phoenix. The numbers they save in terms of building costs are astronomical. "
Gillian says, "Thank god for that Webster"
Janie [to Lennie:]: I kinda go into that in my paper
Rich reads 'Comics & Rhetoric'....
Lennie [to Janie]: Very interesting!
Janie [to Rich:]: yea, I hadn't thought about building costs
Gillian says, "Natalie MacMaster is playing a jig"
Rich says, "Carolyn Handa's book on visual rhetoric is fabulous, I think."
AlisonP says, "Alec, I've had the pleasure of perusing your presentation. I find some common threads with comics and narration--I discovered that story creates a similar bridge between oral and written tradition, and allows for values to be a primary component. "
Alec [to Rich]: Is that the red / black covered book which has McCloud's article in it??
Rich [to Alec]: yep
Rich reaches for it now.
Alec [to AlisonP]: Yes, it does...Joseph Campbell is another to look at. I love his work and incorporated a quote at the end from him.
Lennie wonders whose abstract we are on?
AlisonP says, "So, would you say comics tell a story?"
Gillian says, "Yes, Lennie - where are we?"
AlisonP says, "Love J Campbell--"
Alec [to AlisonP]: Yes...and depending on whether you read comics or cartoons, they can even create their own myths
Rich says, "I like the Gunther Kress piece."
AlisonP says, "Oh, this is fascinating."
Gillian reading Alec's abstract
Fawn says, "I have used the book in several different projects"
Lennie loves Joseph Campbell too. I use his as an anchor in my World Lit I class.
Alec says, "Kress has several books out on visual rhetoric, if memory serves"
Rich [to Alec]: ever see that reader on oral to literate texts...?
Alec says, "I wrote a paper on American Idol using his Monomyth"
AlisonP says, "No, Rich."
Alec [to Rich]: Nope, honestlky I haven't...I presume it has Ong in it
Fawn says, "Ong is fascinating"
Lennie [to Alec]: What fascinating paper topics you pursue!
Rich says, "There's one by Julie Bates Dock from 1996 or so...then another I can't find just now that I've used before too... good material. If you're ever interested, email me."
Janie [to Alec:]: do you think comics can be a bridge culturally too
Rich says, "questions for Alec?"
Alec [to Rich]: I will...this is a topic that's quite fascinating...and can get quite large, including dissertation-like
Rich nods.
Joel says, "couple of paper and a presentation, I suppose :)"
AlisonP says, "Interesting question, Janie, after the backlash to the Mohammed cartoons."
Alec [to Janie]: Absolutely...there's a new Peace Party comics using native americans, and the manga has really done the same thing in some respects
Janie says, "or are they too dependent on one's culture?"
Fawn says, "I like the Kairos aspect of comics but there is also some aura of transcending time with comics"
Rich says, "Many people would love to be on such a committee. Lots of Ong afficionados in our program."
Alec says, "I talk about the Mohammed cartoons in my project...very interesting and could be another paper within itself"
Time began reading Maus this morning
Alec [to Fawn]: Oh yes, very much so. 
AlisonP says, "Was it Cicero who loved wit in rhetoric?"
Joel [to Alec:]: do you find some of those comic elements map to Rhetoric concepts?
Rich nods to Alison.
Kendall says, "Do you think a comic format could work well for serious TC like hardware documentation to create an authorial persona without seeming silly or condescending?"
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "Cicero covers wit in de oratore
AlisonP says, "Brain still works."
Alec [to Joel]: Yes, specifically with the gutters and balloons, however just the design and creationo of symbols will correspond with some of the canons
Rich [to Kendall]: I've seen some documnetation in comics... some engineering companies. See it often in German companies, too.
Alec [to Kendall]: Yep. The Duke Law Center produced a comic book on trademarks and libel...very interesting stuff
Joel [to Alec:]: I see Kairos throughout, too (I also see dead people!)
Barbara [to Kendall]: good question, I'm using one in one of my classes this fall. I'm a bit worried they'll find it silly
Fawn [to Kendall]: "it seems that there are comics in medical rhetoric now - pediatricians
Kendall [to Rich]: and Alec Wow! I'd love to see those examples for my stuff.
Alec appreciates kairos now more than ever...great conceept
AlisonP says, "We used a vocabulary cartoon book very successfully in our dev writing courses."
Rich [to all]: what did you think about the Introducing series (our two comic books)?>
Janie [to Barbara:]: I think they will find it interesting; a new way of looking at comics
Time says, "Kairos is big in comics. In fact, "In the Shadow of No Towers" arrived in the mail yesterday - that is Art Spiegelman's graphic novel on 9/11 - that definitely makes me think of kairos in "comics""
Alec [to Rich]: loved them...
AlisonP says, "The cartoon aspect made me believe that even I could understand Plato and Aristotle."
Gillian says, "Yeah, Alec I would like to use it in my class, okay?"
Rich says, "I have some comics in my reader; I think they're great, quick talking points and lead to deep conversations."
Barbara [to Janie]: I'm using it as a supplement to their regular text book to help explain concepts, I just hope it works
Alec [to Gillian]: Feel free to use it...would love to hear what others say about it
Gillian says, "No, Alec - I am not paying you"
Lennie [to Rich]: I thought the comics were ok. I like the dialogue around the basic material. It had commentary built in to it.
Kendall [to Barbara]: well that's the kicker isn't it; culturally we read comics as juvenile, but really they are a very viable mode of instruction. Look at our text books and they worked, but I still questioned their agenda.
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "Are you talking about our books for this class?
Joel [to Kendall_Barbara:]: Doesn't part of the ethos with cartoons rest on the style and image? Oversimplified, stick people versus true anthropomorphic drawings?
Rich nods regarind out comic books.
AlisonP says, "Yes, Fawn."
Rich says, "Other questions for Alec? Other thoughts, Alec?"
Barbara [to Joel]: true, they don't appear academic or scholarly
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "I thought so at first and then I went back and re-read. Still not understanding all of the forms. Comics or no.
Gillian says, "I wonder if Classic Comics makes a Plato version?"
Alec says, "If you want an interesting read about comics and rhetoric, then definetly pick up Scott McCloud's Reinventing Comics...very easy, good, quick read"
Alec says, "I loved the project...and make sure to read lots of comics!!"
Lennie [to Alec]: What was the strongest link to classical rhetoric you found in your comics inquiry?
Fawn [to Alec]: "I have some from late 50's found in grandmothers barn
Time [to Joel]: et al I think ethos can be very subjective - especially in something line the quality/style of comic drawings
Alec [to Lennie]: That's a good question. Probably kairos, especially for political (editorial) cartoons
Lennie nods
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Wrestle those away from Grandma - they are worth something"
Alec [to Fawn]: Keep them...very good stuff and will tell you about the time period. :)
Rich says, "I've used MS Comic Reader to create my own comics for classes...students as characters. Useful."
Fawn [to Alec]: "my husband almost threw them away. They are moldering on top of our dresser
Alec [to Fawn]: And might be worth a penny or two on ebay
Gillian says, "[to Alec] Keep 'em - sell 'em"
Rich says, "Lennie has prepared a letter to his instructor, too. A good practice for reflection, I think. But, optional for us here. Let's take a look at Lennie's abstract. It's a PDF."
Gillian reading Lennie's abstract
Lennie [to Rich]: Can I show my summary @url (it will work better)
Rich nods.

AlisonP says, "Rich, will you read my paper before you read Lennie's?"
Rich smiles.
Rich says, "Similar?"
AlisonP says, "Lennie, I hear Peter Elbow in there--"
Lennie looks at Alison and wonders why? I definitely like Peter Elbow.
Rich likes that Petraglia book.
AlisonP says, "No, inferior."
Barbara [to Lennie]: could you explain hermeneutical guessing?
Gillian says, "[to Barbara] ditto"
Lennie [to Barbara]: Horrible term, I know.
Lennie says, "Herm guessing is an explanation for "language in use"--how we constantly interpret in the moment to make sense between each other as we communicate."
Rich says, "Good connections here between phonesis and P-PT. To my mind, completely original connection. I've not seen anyone write on this yet out there. I've seen other completely original ideas in others' work from this class too. Impressive."
Lennie says, "Interpretation is a guessing game"
Lennie loves phronesis now (even more than kairos)
Rich says, "What do you think of Lennie's audience? Who is your audience, L?"
Rich just re-read a piece by Kinnevy on kairos and composition. Great piece.
Alec [to Lennie]: It sounds vaguely familiar to Hochberg's theory of constructivism (in relation to cognitive processing)
Gillian says, "I would guess the academy"
Lennie looks around the room and sees his audience. I was also thinking of the teachers I shared the San Antonio writing project summer institute with.
AlisonP says, "I see smart people."
Rich says, "Indeed."
Joel [to Rich:]: is that from the Lucaites text?
Rich says, "I read the Kinnevvy piece in _Composition in 4 Keys_. Came from CCC I believe."
Lennie [to Alec]: I'll have to trust you on the Hochberg connection. I found p-pt folks were very constructivist but they didn't use that term.
Janie [to Lennie:]: I like the idea of sharing choices and judgments
Barbara [to Lennie]: is PPT saying that instead of looking at rhetoric asa subject, we should look at it as a practice? which is unteachable?
Janie says, "studnts really like to do that"
AlisonP says, "I see this as a merger of process and product."
Fawn [to Lennie]: "so we practice rhetoric and teach subjects?
Lennie [to Barbara]: You got it. But classical rhetoric says that we can teach the subject of rhetoric which helps us enact the practice of rhetoric in the moment. 
Rich says, "recognizes that there are multiple processes--all should be contextual."
Lennie [to Fawn]: I'll buy that.
AlisonP says, "Lennie, do you get into practical application?"
Lennie [to AlisonP]: I think so; hence my interest in rhetoric above literature I suppose.
Rich says, "Reminds me of that piece in Kairos on 'practical theory.' Sorry, hate to cute any of these discussions short... but want to keep going. "
Fawn says, "how does this fit with creative writing?"
Kendall says, "But when we just teach rhetoric as a subject it becomes style, forms, etc. or in TC just format and rules--not true writing."
Lennie nods. Click the LOOK button up top to return to the class webpage.

Lennie [to Kendall]: Yes. You are right. So it is important to also get student to discuss their choices and judgments as they perform or enact rhetoric. That is how they will gain more "practical wisdom."
Rich [to Janie]: really interested in how you work out 'frame of mind'
Lennie [to Kendall]: That's the conclusion I came to.
Kendall [to Lennie]: great! I do think you've really got your finger on something critical here in TC education for sure.
AlisonP says, "Janie, I took another online course at through another university, and the professor's invitation was to circle up our desks. It was my first online experience, and it was a wonderful way to associate something familiar with this new way of learning."
Fawn [to Lennie]: "It would seem that it is that ole magic line that doesn't go too far one way or the other
Gillian says, "[to Janie] Do you see the student as more of an active learner in the online classroom (that is kind of what I touch on)?"
Fawn [to Janie]: "I agree that the learner can't learn when she is nervous about the tools.
Janie [to Rich:]: well I argue that we can understatnd the "frame of mind" through research
Alec [to AlisonP]: I think that's key.....try and re-create something familiar in an online environment
AlisonP says, "Sure helped me."
Fawn [to Janie]: "commonplaces?
Joel [to Fawn_Janie:]: have you seen the Ask.com tools commercials. Appropriate
Lennie [to Janie]: I really like the importance on the students feelings of comfort and competence with the online learning tools and community. Amen to that.
Janie [to Gillian:]: yes
Gillian says, "[to Janie] This idea of tools - do you think it is important to keep it simple in the online setting?"
Rich [to Janie]: makes sense... action research or teacher research (Ruth Ray)
Gillian says, "In other words, do you sometimes see too many bells and whistles?"
Joel [to Janie:]: is there a UCD element here? Sounds like it?
Janie [to Gillian:]: yes, or at least scaffold and introduce more complex tools later
Rich [to Joel]: UCD or UDL?
Gillian nods to Janie
Janie [to Joel:]: yes
Janie [to Rich:]: I use UCD in this one
Janie says, "to target user role"
Lennie says, "Thats User centered design. What is UDL?"
Janie [to Lennie:]: Universal design for learning which incorporates UCD and cognitive theory
Lennie [to Janie]: Thanks.
Fawn [to Janie]: "frame of mine leads me to think about how Tannes states that rhetorical frames are based on expectations. How can we tap into the student's expectations of the course?
Rich nods to Fawn. "Good point. Student expectations." 
Fawn [to Janie]: "sorry. Tannen
Janie says, "well not only expectation but their feelings coming into the course"
Janie says, "research shows most students feel anxiety evenif they are expeirenced online students"
Lennie notes that particularly for developmental writers, their "frame of mind" toward the course content is very significant too.
Janie says, "I argue that we can use Aristotles concept to change the "frame of mind" to one which is more conducive to learning"
Janie says, "in other words create "calm""
Fawn says, "and that is your pathos?"
Janie says, "yes"
Alec says, "ooh...creating 'calm' - interesting phrasing"
Janie says, "calm so they can be persuaded"
Gillian says, "[to Janie] So , do you address the Modes of Persuasion?"
Janie says, "and we want to persuade them that they are competent to continue"
Fawn says, "calm rhymes with palm and I see a poem in there somewhere. How about you Alison?"
Kendall says, "I think we could make this argument for most students in FYE online or bricks and mortar. Online just exacerbates the situation for some and makes it easier for others."
Janie says, "hence the importance of using the tools"
AlisonP says, "Sure do."
AlisonP says, "Even a song . . ."
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "by barry M.
Janie [to Kendall:]: yes, an online really creates the different roles; not so in f2f
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] You like Barry?"
AlisonP says, "She puts him to shame."
Fawn [to Gillian]: "I wrote Alison a poem based on copa cabana
Rich [to Janie]: if you're ever interested in frame of mind, look up Tillyard on Elizabethian literature. What's the name of that 'Synaptical' book on classical rhet again? Talks about frames of mind in classical.
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Was this before or after you wrote your paper?"
Janie [to Rich:]: ?
Fawn [to Gillian]: "way before. It is about copious from the first chapters
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Okay, now I get it (little slow on the uptake here)"
AlisonP says, "Janie, do you look at the retention rate of online classes? Would this topic have an impact on that?"
Kendall says, "I've got that book, but I've never had a chance to read it. I got it cheap at half-price."
Time champs at the bit to keep us moving
Janie says, "I did mention that because many students drop before turning in first assignments"
Gillian says, "[to Time] Your time will come"
Fawn says, "Janie, what is the difference between online community member and online learner?"
Janie says, "we can infer they didn't engage with content"
Alec says, "Hey...Time waits for no one. :)"
Joel says, "It's Almost Time... :)"
Janie says, "community member is being part of the group"
Janie says, "Learner is engaging with content"
Gillian says, "[to Alec] Is that the non-gendered version of that old saying?"
Fawn [to Janie]: "thanks
Joel [to Alec:]: or, in 1/2 hour it'll be Miller Time
Alec [to Gillian]: Yep!
Time says, "Actually, since the backyardigans drowned out my music, it's ... Tom Waits for no man"
Gillian says, "It's about Time, it's about space, it's about men in a brand new place"
Janie says, "shall me on to Time""
Alec [to Joel]: Oh ya...that works
Rich says, "Other thoughts for Janie?"
Janie says, "shall we move on to time, I meant"
Rich says, "Thanks, Janie. Okay, please take a look at Time's piece, 'Structuring New Media with Ancient Tools: Podcasting and the Rhetorical Canon of Delivery'"
Gillian says, "If I could save time in a bottle"
Time says, "I'd friggin suffocate"
Rich says, "Time after time with the Time jokes."
Rich [to Time]: must never end
Rich smiles
Lennie [to Time]: Sounds like an excellent approach for your paper. 
Gillian says, "Time brings all things to an end"
Time says, "my autobiography will be "It's about time""
Lennie . o O ( It reminds me some of Joel's 5 canons for business presentations, but this one only on delivery )
Alec says, "I asked my students if they knew what podcasting was and I received blank stares..."
AlisonP says, "or, Time's up."
Fawn says, "Unfortunately, the limits are really the available technology. So how will this affect society?"
Alec [to Time]: "No, it should be 'It's ABout Damn Time' :)
Joel [to Alec:]: me too, and I have majors in Digital Communications. 
Janie says, "Do people really listen to podcasts?"
Rich does.
Lennie [to Time]: Did our CR readings give you some good idea for how to create ethos in podcasts?
Janie says, "i wonder because of the article about people not reading blogs"
Alec says, "I don't have the time (no pun intended), but probably should"
Rich is a fan of rocketboom.com. Learned about 'That Girl Emily' today--a mock blog site that led to billboard emails, etc. last month.
Alec [to Joel]: Then it's a case of 'do as i say...' make them. :)
Joel [to Janie:]: I seriously think that people with traffic or long commutes do listen to them. But like MP3s, they are time consuming to manage
Time [to Fawn]: How will what affect society? Podcasting or thelimit of tech?
Rich 's favorite zoo does a podcast, as does Rich's favorite TV show, Deadwood.
Alec [to Joel]: You're probably right...i only have about a 5 minute drive to work
Fawn [to Rich]: "I was using your computer when I found a blog that segued from anatomy to porn. Sorry I was logged in under your name
AlisonP says, "What audience does podcasting attract?"
Rich [to Fawn]: great. ;-)
Time says, "Yes, podcasting has HUGE listeners, esecially now that is waeving its way into Universities"
Joel [to Alec:]: I'm teaching a Spec. Topics class on Online Advertising and PR this fall. You bet I'll make them listen and produce podcasts
Gillian says, "Gillian's fav - "America Doesn't Have Talent"
Fawn [to Time]: "the idea that it is limited to those who can afford or obtain the technology
Alec [to Joel]: Now that sounds like fun...what text are you using?
Time [to Lennie]: - yes, creating etos in PC is one of the larger sections of my paper
Glenn [to Fawn]: elist versus common?
Joel says, "thinks Fawn just got Rich fired"
Fawn [to Glenn]: "what?
AlisonP says, "Where's Donald?"
Fawn [to Joel]: "I will admit it if they want to interview me at the firing
Rich says, "Other thoughts for Time?"
Joel [to Alec:]: I'm using Strauss and Frost e-marketing and a text from IBM press on search engines
Glenn says, "elitist versus common--podcasting"
Alec [to Time]: I think you should do a series of papers on podcasting and the five canons...and then a sixth comparing the five...might be interesting
Alec [to Joel]: That should be fun!
Rich says, "I'm most interested in the push vs. pull technology. "
Gillian says, "[Time] Is this what you were working on during the Summer? Your presentation during May?"
Lennie [to Alec]: Sounds like a good project
Rich says, "I think there's a real article there. "
Janie [to alec:]: that sounds like a book to me
Joel [to Alec:]: I'll let you know how it turns out. What are you taking in fall?
Fawn [to Glenn]: "I don't know that much about it. I was just extrapolating from the thought thay ANYONE can blog - but in reality they can only if they have the technology

Joel says, "cool, end the semester with private parts!"
Gillian says, "[to Joel] My mistake"
Joel says, "Freudian, no doubt@"
Joel says, ":)"
Fawn says, "the title is to make you think about the reversal of private and public spaces for the dead"
Gillian says, "[to Joel] Yes, thinking about Albuquerque always turns me on"
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] Could you tell that they were real people?"
Fawn says, "yes"
Fawn says, "but in a way they looked too fake"
Gillian says, "Was it upsetting?"
Fawn says, "not to me. "
Fawn says, "mainly I was fascinated with the exhibit"
Barbara says, "how so?"
Lennie [to Fawn]: Fascinating topic. How did you relate it to classical rhetoric? Where were your strongest links? 
Janie [to Janie]: just remind me via email sometime. Also, Longman has great video clips via flash for new students. http://www.ablongman.com/textbooktips
Alec [to Fawn]: There's a few papers written about museums as forms of visual arguments, whereby the museum makes you go through the exhibit a certain way or see it through their marketing materials, thus arguing for a particular perspectigve. Might be an interesting addition to your research project.
Fawn [to Lennie]: "the fact that Plato and Aristotle both talked about the division of the body and soul - hence we can dissect without going to hell - so to speak
Fawn [to Alec]: "carol Blair
Alec [to Fawn]: Bingo!
Fawn [to Alec]: "I used her in the Lit review
Glenn says, "this idea of yours--comparing public blog reaction to official framing would work in other fields as well"
Lennie [to Fawn]: Can you find any connection between CR and framing? Could enthymemes and the topics be a sort of framing?
AlisonP says, "Fawn, I remember my initial reaction to the online pics. You talk about expectations and the physical presentations--audience and delivery, I suppose--interesting stuff."
Alec [to Fawn]: There are a few others too...one on Indy and the Guggenheim and a few others

Fawn [to Alec]: "she has one on war memorials
Gillian says, "[to Fawn] In Germany, they have bodies on display in fluids at the natural science museum"
AlisonP says, "Your section on feminist framing was interesting."
Gillian says, "Bodies in bottles"
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "expectation is a big thing in framing
AlisonP says, "Seems to me there's a connection with pathos here."
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "There were more females at the exhibit we visited 
AlisonP says, "Are emotions involved with expectations?"
Gillian says, "[to Alison] Yeah, I think you're right"
Janie [to everyone:]: Rich got kicked out of the MOO. He is working on getting back soon I hope
Fawn [to AlisonP]: "According to Tannen expectations come from our experiences of our past
Kendall says, "Honestly, your project could really say some powerful things about framing and how official rhetoric tries to create knowledge as opposed to reader perceptions."
Janie [to Fawn:]: which aligns with cognitive thoery
Gillian says, "We can all go home now"
Gillian says, "Or on vacation"
AlisonP says, "Or to the bathroom."
Janie says, "Yea, I think he said we all get As""
Alec starts to chug shots
Fawn [to Kendall]: "great point. I talk more about what issues remain silent in the official frames
Alec says, "I like the A theory..."
Gillian says, "[to Alison] Already did that in the middle of Alec's presentation"
Alec [to Gillian]: Oh gee, thanks :)
Fawn [to Barbara]: "do you want to go on with your?
Barbara says, "sure. portfolios and delivery"
Janie reads Barabara's abstract
Alec [to Fawn]: Sounds like enthymematic reasoning, in case no one has mentioned that yet...lost in the comments above
Gillian reads Barbara's abstract
Rich reads, too.
AlisonP says, "Alec, good observations--silences to be filled in by the audience."
Alec [to AlisonP]: After this semester, I'm looking at rhetoric through enthymeme-colored glasses
Rich says, "Good amount of focus on delivery in our course. Read a lot of 'invention is my favorite canon' in blogs."
Gillian says, "[to Barbara] So, do you see student choices for the electronic portfolio as a form of delivery?"
Janie [to Rich:]: we have to step out of our comfort zone
Glenn says, "so the revival of delivery? Brought about by technology."
Barbara [to Rich]: but I'm starting to see how one can't exist without the other
Alec hums Tina Turner songs....

Barbara [to Gillian]: yes, they have to make choices about audio and video, not just text in e-portfolios
Lennie [to Barbara]: So you were interested perhaps in looking at the impact delivery options and quality might have on assessment? One person has cool digital videos, another only has webpages with text--how do you compare?
Gillian says, "[to Barbara] Yes, that makes perfect sense"
Barbara [to Lennie]: yes, we don't know much about how delivery choices impact how readers evaluate portfolios
AlisonP says, "I know there's been some research on this with regard to resumes."

Rich [to Kendall]: he has a pink book. Good one. Can't remember the title, of course.
Rich says, "about 20."
Gillian says, "k"
Rich says, "Let's flip to Glenn on stasis."
Alec [to Joel]: I'll have to pick it up...sounds like it could be a good read

Kendall says, "Wow! Great job Glenn. It does appear to be about each side getting their biased perspective across as opposed to building consensus."

Rich says, "look"
Rich nods
Rich says, "I think there's overlap between canons and pentad"
Alec [to Fawn]: the pentad for visual analysis? now that would be interesting...how did it work for you?
